The University of Central Oklahoma (UCO), in collaboration with Oklahoma City Community
College (OCCC), participates in articulated transfer agreements to assist students in transferring
smoothly from the associate degree to the baccalaureate degree. These agreements express a
shared commitment to student access and success in higher education.

e A grade of “C” or better must be earned in each course in the major to count toward
meeting degree requirements.

Electives

All UCO degrees require a minimum of 124 credit hours. Electives may be needed to bring total
credit hours to 124.
